Winemakers Comments


The Local is testament to the skill of the vigneron and careful site selection. The Western Branch vineyard as depicted on the label, is a sloping north facing patch of ground, with the vines planted into ancient weathered rock.


2011 was a challenging vintage, with steady summer rain giving way to a wetter and colder than average autumn. The resultant slower ripening has resulted in intense fruit character and vibrant aromatics. This wine has a delicate apple blossom perfume, the palate is generous in fresh fruit character with zesty fresh lime and hints of passion fruit while having a clean dry chalky finish.


Cooking


This vibrant, aromatic wine is great with mediterranian style salads, fresh antipasto and a variety of light grilled meat and seafood dishes. A favourite match of ours is seared scallops with charred potato salad and preserved lemon (see ourwebsite for recipe).
